Not 
surprisingly, he failed his newborn hearing screening test and needed an 
ABR, or auditory brainstem response test.  After testing, doctors determined 
Brodie had microtia, an incomplete formation of the outer ear and severe 
mixed hearing loss.  His doctors suggested Brodie be fitted with a Baha  
                                        hearing aid.  The Baha is a surgically implantable  
                                             system for treatment of hearing loss that works  
                                                   through direct bone conduction.  He was  
                                                   also fitted for the soft Baha band that holds 
                                                   the hearing aid in place. 
 
                                                   Brodie was just three months old the first  
                                                 time he put on his BAHA band & aid, and it  
                                               was not an easy process.  Itôs hard enough to 
                                               get a baby to put a hat on, much less a band  
                                             that has to stay in one place all the time.   It  
                                            was also hard on Marcus and Shari when peo 
                                          ple would stare at Brodie in the stroller or infant  
                                             carrier when they went out.  But, they were  
                                               determined that Brodie have the same oppor 
                                                 tunities and experiences that all little boys  
                                                  have.  As tough as it was, they made it a  
                                                   priority for Brodie to wear the band as long 
                                                   as he was awake.
